No doubt it was partly due to his
own character and partly to that of
the people he turned to Christ, the
Irish. There is a great story of how
Patrick, well not bested, but
changed God’s mind in an
argument, you’ll have to read the
next Falconer when | reveal the
story to you. Then | was going to
mention the greatest of all saints, St.
Joseph, the step-father and
protector of the savior of the world
along with his mother. In case you
never realized it, according to my
friend  Msgr. Paul  Kennedy
